WORLD DAY OF THE POO R 

  

November 17, 2019  marks the third  annual World Day of 

the Poor. In 2017, Pope Francis suggested the Catholic 

Church set aside one day each year when communities 

can òreflect on how poverty is at the very heart of the 

Gospel.ó He designated this day as the World Day of the 

Poor, and it will be celebrated on the 33rd Sunday in Or-

dinary Time each year.  

 

In this yearõs World Day of the Poor message , Pope Fran-

cis reflects on Psalm 9:19, òThe hope of the poor will not 

perish forever.ó He considers the suffering of millions of 

people who experience poverty, noting that they maintain 

hope in the Lord in a very real way because he  assures 

them of his faithfulness. Pope Francis challenges us to be 

authentic witnesses of Christian hope and  to accompa-

ny the poor through a personal and constant commitment 

over time.  

 

This year, your community can mark the World Day of 

the Poor by:  

  

Advocating for the Global Fragility Act. Violence 

and conflict perpetuate and exacerbate root causes of 

poverty. Urge your members of Congress to pass the 

Global Fragility Act  which will enable the United States 

to implement a strategy to prevent violent conflict in pri-

ority areas  around the world.  

  

Raising  money for the poorest and most vulnerable 

people worldwide.  Design your own community fund-

raiser  to support the needs of the poor around the world.   

 

Leading the Way through prayer and action to a 

more just world.  Join CRS and people across the Unit-

ed States as we work together to tackle the most pressing 

global issues of our time and support our brothers and 

sisters living in poverty.  

ARCHBISHOP GOMEZ ELE CTED USCCB  

PRESIDENT; FIRST LATINO IN POST  

 

BALTIMORE (CNS) --  

Archbishop Jose H. Gomez of 

Los Angeles was elected to a 

three -year term as president 

of the U.S. Conference of 

Catholic Bishops during the 

bishops' fall general assembly 

in Baltimore. The native of 

Mexico was chosen Nov. 12 

with 176 votes from a slate of 10 nominees.  

 

Archbishop Gomez, 67, is the first Latino to be elected 

president. He has served as conference vice president 

for the past three years, working alongside Cardinal 

Daniel N. DiNardo of Galveston -Houston, the outgoing 

president. His term as president begins when the as-

sembly ends. 

 

The Los Angeles prelate has been a leading advocate of 

immigrant rights, often voicing support for newcomers 

as they face growing restrictions being implemented by 

the Department of Homeland Security and other federal 

agencies. 

 

In subsequent voting, Archbishop Allen H. Vigneron of 

Detroit was elected conference vice president. He was 

elected on the third ballot by 151 -90 in a runoff with 

Archbishop Timothy P. Broglio of the U.S. Archdiocese 

for the Military Services.  

 

Under USCCB bylaws, after the election for president, 

the vice president is elected from the remaining nine 

candidates.  

 

The two top officers begin their terms at the conclusion 

of the fall assembly Nov. 13.
